He started playing in 1957, with Coleman Hawkins as
his main inspiration. Later on he played in the legendary

Trumpet player Rob van de Wouw just re-
leased his new cd ‘Tunnelvision”. For this
cd Rob sought the co-operation with the
well-known producer/beatmaker Mark de
Clive-Lowe who is one of the ‘key musicians/
producers’ of the London Nu Jazz/Broken
Beat scene.

The result is a hybrid mix of live-band and

programmed beats, vintage synths, effects
and space Jazz.

After a successful concert last year the founders
of Brazilelectro will perform again at Castell
d’Emporda. The bond between Rio-born vocalist/
lyricist Lilian Vieira, keyboard man/producer
Stefan Schmid (Munich) and drummer/
producer Stefan Kruger (Amsterdam) goes back
to 1998. The band did not just invent Brazilectro
- Jazzy, Brazilian and electronic components
combined. The characteristic Zuco 103-sound
lies in their choice of additives (Afro-Cuban,
drum 'n bass, Ethiopian, West-African and
dub) they've mixed along the way. Three mu-
sicians and Alex Oele (bass) on a quest for
brilliance inspire and enrich each other; they
clash and there’s fireworks.
